e MILES - DRILLHAM - DULACCA

Drillham’s railway weir on the creek provided water for steam
locomotives. Reminders of these times can still be seen by the
creek and roadside.

A further 22km west along the Warrego Highway, Dulacca was
established in 1879 with the coming of the railway. Discover
the town’s history and wartime contribution at the Roy
Henderson Park.

Enjoy a cold drink at the Dulacca Hotel, known as the
‘Waterhole on the Hill', dating from 1908.

MILES - CONDAMINE -

Located 33km south of Miles on the banks of the meandering
Condamine River is the town of Condamine.
