o Bell Bunya Community Centre
A multipurpose facility provides many services including: coffee
shop, meals and catering, gifts, Bluebelles Art Gallery, visitor
information, Western Downs Library, community vegetable
garden and memorial rose garden. Mounted on display is the very
rare Bell Bird first discovered in 1874. This bird is believed to be a
natural hybrid of the King Parrot x Red-Winged Parrot, a beautiful
bird with a coat of many colours. Free Wifi, disability access
toilets, easy coach and caravan parking.

e Bell Biblical Garden and Church Murals
A spectacular garden featuring plants from the bible was
established in 2008 on a vacant block of land beside Our Lady
Help of Christians Catholic Church. Inside the church is a series
of eleven paintings portraying a pictorial history of salvation as
told in the bible.

o Bell Railway Heritage Parkland
A static display always open to the public, includes restored
railway section cars, vintage rail carriage and the 1172 Drayton
Belle Deisel Electric Locomotive powered by a Cooper Bessemer
FWL-6-T Engine. Initially numbered the 1502 and renumbered 1172
in June of 1965 this engine has covered 1.641,522 km. Withdrawn
from service 31/3/1989 and sold to Wambo Shire in 1998. She
arrived in Bell on the 17/4/1998. Also found in the parkland, a
restored historical motor & machinery collection at Popey’s Shed.

o Ensor Park

Enjoy a picnic at Ensor Park, free electric BBQs, public toilets,
skate bowl and children’s playground.

o Bell Memorial Park
Situated next to the Railway Parklands, the memorial is a
monument to World War One and Two soldiers and other local
heroes who served our country. Surrounding the monument is a
beautiful rose garden featuring the white iceberg rose.

To Dalby
BUNYA HIGHWAY

The town of Bell, established in 1906, was
named after Sir Joshua Peter Bell by his
son the Honourable Joshua Thomas Bell,
who was the Queensland Minister for Lands
and Railways at that time. The Bell district
was originally part of the vast pastoral
holding of Jimbour Station that extended
from the top of the Bunya Mountains to the
Condamine River west of Dalby.
